The Life range is suitable for both residential and commercial applications, including areas 
exposed to moderate traffic.  It can be used in various applications including internal floors 
and walls and external walls.

L AY ING RECOMMENDATIONS

•  A 1-2mm joint between tiles.

•  The use of TAL Professional tile adhesive.

•  The use of TAL grout
 Blanco – Ivory grout
 Beige – Travertine grout
 Negro – Jet Black grout

•  Existing expansion joints are to be respected and not tiled over

•  Use expansion joints as prescribed by architect or specialized tiler

•  Tiles should be laid on a level and even screed which should have been cured for    
 about one week before tiling

PRODUCT CARE AND MAINTENANCE
Due to the extremely low permeability of Porcelain, it is highly resistant to stains.  Spills should 
however be cleaned as soon as possible and the surface cleaned with warm water and a 
mild household detergent.  For everyday maintenance we recommend cleaning with any mild 
household detergent and rinsing with warm water.
